Big West Features Sweet 16 Appearance and Two 20-Game Winners
     UCSB's remarkable run in the NCAA Tournament capped off another succesful Big 
West season that featured two 20+ game winners.  The Gauchos won their ninth straight 
regular season title and eighth straight Big West Tournament title.  Making a run of its 
own was Idaho.  The Vandals were responsible for handing the Gauchos their only confer-
ence loss of the year and won 22 games for the þrst time since the 1985-86 season.  Idaho 
sophomore Emily Faurholt took Player of the Year honors with a 25.4 scoring mark that 
ranks sixth all-time on the Big West single-season list.  For Santa Barbara, senior Lindsay 
Taylor concluded her career, ranking ninth all-time in conference history in scorin with 
1,767.  Taylor's 243 career blocked shots rank þfth all-time in the Big West.  The Gauchos 
became the þrst team since Long Beach State (1991) to reach the Sweet 16.  UCSB fell 
short against defending national champion Connecticut in its bid for the Elite Eight.

How Sweet it is for the Gauchos
     UC Santa Barbara advanced to its þrst-ever Sweet 16 with victories over Colorado and 
Houston in the NCAA Tournament.  The aGauchos, who were hosting the First and Second 
Rounds for the second time in school history, became the seventh team in NCAA history 
to advance to a regional as an 11th seed or lower.  
     Santa Barbara cruised past Colorado in the þrst game, led by junior Mia Fisher, who 
poured in 20 points.  UCSB used its pressure defense to force the Buffaloes into 22 turn-
overs and shoot just 29 percent from the þeld.  The Gauchos turned the ball over just 12 
times and recorded 11 steals.
     Against Houston, Santa Barbara battled in a close game and needed free-throws down 
the stretch to seal a four-point victory.  The Gauchos used their size down low to out-
rebound the Cougars 43-36, led by Lindsay Taylor and Kristen Mann, who combined for 
19.  Taylor recorded her ninth double-double of the season with 20 points to along with 
her 10 rebounds.

UC Santa Barbara Wins Eighth Straight Big West Tournament Crown
     Senior center Lindsay Taylor scored 25 points and junior Kristen Mann added 19 to 
lead UC Santa Barbara to a 68-51 victory over the Idaho in the championship game of the 
2004 Big West Conference Womenõs Basketball Tournament at the Anaheim Convention 
Center. The Gauchos won their eighth consecutive tournament championship and their tenth 
overall. Idaho þnished the season at 22-7, its þrst 20-win season in 14 years. 
     With the victory, UCSB won its 23rd consecutive Big West Conference Tournament 
game en route to its eighth straight title. Taylor was named the Tournament MVP for the 
third consecutive season, marking just the second time in the history of the league tourna-
ment, both men and women, that a player has earned three MVP honors. The þrst was Long 
Beach Stateõs Penny Toler (1987-89).
     Under the new tournament format, the Gauchos needed just two victories to keep its 
streak alive.  UCSB defeated Long Beach State, 74-56, in the semiþnals.  Idaho, which also 
had byes in the þrst two rounds, battled Paciþc to a 71-68 victory.  Three Vandal players 
were selected to the all-tournament team: freshman Leilani Mitchell, sophomore Emily 
Faurholt and junior Heather Thoelke.
